


EXHIBITS

BOOTH SPACE
Standurd booths are 9" to 10 x 10" and furnished with onc 3 wmp electrical outlel. A booth consists of eloth drapes on aluminum bars:
8" high in back with 3 high sides,

FLOOR COVERING IS REQUIRED FOR EVERY EXHIBIT SPACH.

When designing and censtructing a booth, please remember that the side walls of your booth should not ohstruet the ling of sight into
adjacent beoths. To allow adequate visibiliy into your neighbors booths. he frant four feet {from the aisle} of your side walls should
be no more that four (4) feet high. Sce Diagram,

Parts of your booth that are visible to your neighbors or show atlenducs must be finished and professional in appearance. You zre
responsible for fixing anything objectionable or Show Managemen will have the decornlor (ix it at your expense.

PROPER AISLE FLOW
The aisles are the property of the Show Management and musi be free for easy flow of traflic throughout the eatire show. Adsles
cannal be abstructed at any time,

SOUND

Noisc level from any demonstrations or seund system (LE. Sterens, TV'S, Tools, Fte.) must be kept 1o s minimun, Show
Muanagement seserves the right to determine at what point sound constinuies interference with other exhibitors. Amplified sound is not
allowed. We have o "No Microphone pelicy" fur individual booths. The exception to the rule is for Seminars approved by Show
Management only,

DECORATOR

The show is ustng biack and silver drapes and green aisle carpet, If an exhibitor requests a color other than those used by Show
Management the decorator will clarge the exhibitor accordingly. For the rental of carpets, furniture, sign making and cleaning ol
displays, pleasc [H out the enclosed forms in the EXHIBITOR ORDER FORMS or contact DWA al 303/228-6800.

HANGING SIGNS

Signs are defined as cxhibit component or the purpose of displaying identification. Signs may be suspended
above an exhibit that measures at least 20' X 20' and which has an aisle on at least three sides. Fill out the
bunner hanging form in the DWA packet and send it to the decorator and fax # 1o Show Management at
503/246-1066. DWA requires Show Management pre-approval for all suspended signage,
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HEIGHT
Hanging or extending identification signs will be permitied to a maximum of 14' (from the floor to the top

of the sign) with prier approval of Show Management.

Intent: Hanging/extending signs are part of the overall exhibil presentation and therefore, must be
treated as a componeni of the toal exhibit configuration. All signs whether suspended or attached to the
exhibit fixture, will be permitted to a maximum height that corresponds to the appropriate exhibit
configuration.

DEPTH
All hanging or exiending signs must be set back at least 25% of the booths widih dimeasion from the back

line of the booth.

Intent: Hanging/extending signs whether double faced or not, should be set back within the
exhibitor's space so as not (o detract [rom surrounding exhibits or to advertise in surrounding exhibits.

SIZE
Hanging/extending identilication signs will be permitied 10 a total length that does not exceed 80% of the
corresponding booth dimension.

Example: Booth size is 20" X 20
Siga cannot exceed 16'

Intent: Hanging/extending signs are [or identification purposes and shoufd not dominate the
ceiling space so as Lo detract from the over appearance of the show.

STYLE
Signs must be rigid: made of wood, foam core, eic, 111l is a banner it must be atiached o a PVC [rame ora

similar structure on all four sides.

Intent: All signs must be professional and not detract from the overall appearance of the show.

IMPORTANT
Not all locations within the Expo Center can accommeodate suspended signs, Get Prior approval from
Show Munagement of your intent.
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
